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Abstract
This document outlines the author instructions for creating papers suitable for the 8th International Symposium on Reliability Engineering and Risk Management (ISRERM 2022) using Microsoft Word. An alternative template for using LaTeX is also provided. Both templates can be downloaded from the symposium website at https://isrerm.org.

1. General
Full papers for ISRERM 2022 must be written in English. Templates are supplied in the form of this Microsoft Word template and an alternative template for LaTeX, both downloadable from the symposium website https://isrerm.org. Papers must not exceed 8 pages.
The deadline for full paper submissions is December 31st, 2021. Submissions must be uploaded to the submission system at: https://konferenz.uni-hannover.de/e/ISRERM2022.
2. Page and Text Area Dimensions
Papers must be on A4 paper 210mm x 297mm. The left, right and top page margins are 20mm while the bottom page margin is 25mm. This leaves a text area of 170mm x 252mm. Do not add page numbers to your paper. In the templates this is already set up. The font used throughout the paper must be Times New Roman.
3. Title, Authors, Affiliations, Keyword and Abstract
The first page of the paper includes in order the title, author names, affiliations, an abstract and three to five keywords.
The title must be centred and written in bold and 12pt. If the title extends over several lines, these lines must be single-spaced.
The author names must be centred and written in 10pt. Leave no extra space between the title and the author names. The names are separated by commas except for the last name which is separated by an additional and. If the paper only has two authors, separate the names using and only.
Affiliations are centred and written in 9pt italic. Leave a single empty line between the authors and the affiliations. Reference the affiliations and authors using superscript numbers starting from 1. Indicate the corresponding author with an asterisk and give their E-Mail in a footnote.
The affiliations are followed by the abstract. The word Abstract must appear above the abstract in bold face and centred. The abstract heading must be separated from the affiliations and the abstract body by single empty lines. The abstract body is justified written in 9pt.
The abstract is followed by a list of three to five keywords also written in 9pt. Separate the keywords from the abstract with an empty line. The keywords must start with the word Keywords: written in bold. Leave an empty line after the keywords, before starting the paper text.
4. Text
The text must be typed in a two-column format, using 10pt Times New Roman, justified and single line spaced. The first line of each paragraph must be indented by .5cm. There should be no additional spacing between paragraphs.
5. Sections
All section titles must be left aligned and written in 10pt. The first word of the title must be capitalized. Leave 8pt of space before any section title. If a section is immediately followed by a subsection, no space must be left between the section titles.
Main section titles are written in bold. Do not use more than three levels of sections in your paper.
5.1 Subsections
Subsection titles are written in bold and italic.
5.1.1 Subsubsections
Subsubsection titles are written in italic.
6. Figures
Figures should be included within the text and be numbered consecutively. Where possible use vector graphics for optimal quality. Alternatively use a high dpi of at least 300.
Figure captions are centred and written in 9pt, as indicated in Fig. 1. Multi-line captions are justified. The distance between the text and a figure is 8 points.
Figures should be referred in the text in an abbreviated format, i.e., Fig. 1. Do not place figures at the end of the paper.

7. Equations
The equations must be centred and written in 10pt. All equations must be numbered sequentially in right aligned parentheses. Use the built-in equation editor. See the following equation for an example

Equations should be referred in the text in an abbreviated format, i.e., Eq. 1
8. Tables
Tables should be included and properly referenced in the text. Tables must be numbered consecutively and be preceded by the corresponding caption. Captions should be in 9pt. Tables and captions that span less than the whole line should be centred. Multi-line captions should be justified. Do not use vertical rules in tables. For an example see Tab. 1.

Acknowledgment
An optional acknowledgment section may be included before the references. The acknowledgment section title should be unnumbered.
References
The author is responsible for giving adequate references. Each reference must be cited in the text using numbers in square brackets like [1]. Multiple references are separated by commas [1], [2]. A larger number of consecutive reference can be indicated using a range [1] - [3]. Where possible, provide a DOI for the references.
The references section should be the last of the paper and be unnumbered.
The reference must be in 9pt font using the IEEE style provided by Word.
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
